Mark Jarman’s childhood—spent in Southern California with a father who was a minister—
greatly influenced his poetry. Much of Jarman’s earlier work depicts surfer culture while his
later work struggles with religious faith. Believing that narrative poetry welcomes a general
audience, Jarman co-founded the Reaper, a magazine which advocates a return to

traditional form and narrative verse.
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
